Mayor Raia called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.; Borough Clerk Macari read the following statement:

AWARDS AND CEREMONIES   At this time, Municipal Clerk Macari read a proclamation declaring March 2, 2010 NEA’s Read Across America Day.   
WORK SESSION: 
MAYOR RAIA:
Master Plan Status:  Mayor Raia stated that he would like to get Administrator Cuccia involved in this process, as he wants to insure we move forward in a timely manner.

Bergen County Mayors’:  Mayor Raia stated that he will be attending a meeting on February 9, 2010 in Hackensack, NJ and was going to be meeting with a representative from the Governor’s office in order to address issues affecting municipal mayors.
Gubernatorial Inaugural:  Mayor Raia stated that he attended both the mass in Newark and the ceremony for Governor Christie, which was held at the War Memorial in Trenton, NJ.
ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA
2010 Budget:    Council Member Murray introduced Maria Reda, Assistant CFO and stated that she has worked diligently on the 2010 budget with Administrator Cuccia.  
Administrator Cuccia briefly explained the 2010 Budget and stated that it would be introduced by resolution later in this meeting. Mayor Raia asked Administrator Cuccia to discuss both pensions and health care costs, which he did in detail at this time. Mayor Raia stated that he would like to get benchmarks from towns with populations between 10,000 – 15,000,  in order to determine the financial efficiency of Saddle River. 
The consolidation of services is a vehicle to pursue in order to save money.
Administrator Cuccia stated that he was approached by Dr. Goldblatt, Superintendent of Wandell School, regarding utilizing a Borough staff member to provide janitorial services at Wandell School.   

Council Member Murray asked specific questions regarding the 2010 budget and Administrator Cuccia addressed them at this time.  In addition, he did a Power Point presentation for the Mayor and Council to outline each component of the budget for 2010.
COUNCIL REPORTS:
Council Member Mastriano stated that she and Council Member Mutter are planning to meet with a representative from a company which assists municipalities in pursuing grants on February 24, 2010 in order to access the opportunities that may be available for the Borough of Saddle River.  Mayor Raia requested to see a copy of this meeting’s agenda.  

She further stated that the Green Committee is meeting on February 11, 2010 to discuss relevant Master Plan issues.   In addition, she stated that the Parks and Recreation Commission are meeting on February 10, 2010 and she would like to see the installation of the proposed band shell ready for Saddle River Night, June 5, 2010.  

Council Member Mutter stated that the dumpsters behind The Commons are going to be inspected to insure that there is no contamination from debris falling into the river.

Council Member Murray thanked Maria Reda, Assistant CFO once again for all her hard work with the budget and the finance committee.

Council Member Mastriano stated that the new restaurant in the Colonial Shopping Center, Giorgio’s,  is doing very well and she feels it is good for the Borough.
 Municipal Clerk Macari stated that she attended an election seminar and reminded everyone that their party affiliation petitions are due by April 12, 2010.  She further stated that the school election may be moved to November and she will keep us updated on this.
