PRESIDING:
Mayor Raia called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.; Borough Clerk Macari read the following statement:  
"Notice of this meeting in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act Chapter 231 of the laws of 1975, has been given by posting a notice of the scheduled dates of all regular meetings of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Saddle River on the bulletin board in the Municipal Building and in the office of the Borough Clerk and by mailing a notice thereof to the Ridgewood Newspapers and The Record on December 26, 2009.

NOTIFICATION OF FIRE EXITS

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  
AWARDS AND CEREMONIES:   Mayor Raia presented Sgt. Tom Psota with a retirement badge and commended him for his diligent work in the Borough throughout the years upon his retirement, effective April 1, 2010.  
WORK SESSION: 
MAYOR RAIA:
Northwest Bergen Mayors Meeting:    Mayor Raia stated that several local municipalities are interested in purchasing a street sweeper from the County.  He further stated that if the machine was accessed out efficiently and the repairs were shared by the municipalities involved, it could be a beneficial.  The Borough of Saddle River currently contracts out this service privately and Administrator Cuccia stated that he would like to continue doing so.  

Waterford Gardens:
 Mayor Raia stated that there have been complaints about rodents, which were not seen on the property as well as the need to deal with some erosion issues on the bank of the river.  
New Jersey Conference of Mayors April 27th – 30th:  Mayor Raia stated that he is attending the conference and feels that it will be extremely informative and is looking forward to it.    
ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA
Medical Information Form:    Administrator Cuccia stated that the Mayor and Council are in receipt of a draft form and asked for feedback on it. 
Analysis of new legislation:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Mayor and Council were in receipt of information on the new legislation and how it would impact new hires.

Sound Barrier Damage:  Building Official John Scialla has sent a letter to the homeowners impacted by this on Eugene Road as the barriers are owned by the homeowner.

Tree House Violation:  Administrator Cuccia stated that there is a tree house violation and Building Official John Scialla sent the resident a letter outlining the violations.  The tree house has subsequently been removed.

Northern Highlands Fund Raising: Administrator Cuccia stated that three members of the Environmental Club at Northern Highlands are asking for a $400 contribution from the participating municipalities so they may conduct their yearly electronic waste recycling collection in May.  Mayor Raia suggested that the Borough obtain more information on this program. 

Lower Cross Dredging:  Administrator Cuccia asked Borough Engineer Spence to update the Mayor and Council on this project, which he did in detail. 

Old Woods Re-Construction: Borough Engineer Spence stated that Matina & Sons will begin construction to include curbing and drainage on Tuesday April 27, 2010.  The project should take approximately four weeks and Mr. Spence discussed road closures.  Additional paving throughout the Borough including East Saddle River Road, was also discussed and Mr. Spence stated that they are waiting for funds from the County.  
JIF Loss Control Report:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Mayor and Council were in receipt of this report and if they had any questions, he would address them.  

2010 Budget Adoption Rescinding Resolution:   Administrator Cuccia stated that the Budget was adopted at the March 15, 2010 meeting but revisions were necessary regarding State Aide.
COUNCIL REPORTS:
Council Member Mastraino stated that the energy audit was conducted for three days last week and the results are pending.  A meeting for the Master Plan is scheduled for April 26, 2010 at 7:00pm in order to further discuss these issues.  
The Parks and Recreation Commission met the prior week and discussed pitching mounds on the fields in Rindlaub Park.  Borough Engineer Spence addressed the construction on the fields and stated that they are almost completed.  

Council Member Mastriano stated that there will be a meeting on Tuesday, April 20, 2010
for Saddle River Day, which is scheduled for June 5, 2010.  She also stated that she has been in contact with the Northern Highlands High School Band for the Memorial Day celebration.  

She reminded those in attendance that the School Election is on April 20, 2010.

Council Member Mutter discussed the meeting he attended with the grant consultant, Winning Strategies, and obtained references from municipalities they have worked with previously.  Those references were distributed to the Mayor and Council and discussed in detail.  He further stated that he would like this company to do an assessment on our long term goals and then give a presentation to the Mayor and Council at a cost or $2500.00. 
Council Member Murray discussed the Museum, and stated that the new roof has been installed on the guard house.  In addition, he stated that they are waiting for estimates on replacing the siding and roofing and Council Member Mutter stated that this could possibly be one of the items covered by grant money.  

Council Member Murray stated that there is no financial analysis as we are still on a temporary budget.  He also asked about reminding residents about the Census in the next Newsletter.

Municipal Clerk Macari reminded the Mayor and Council that the school election was on
April 20, 2010 from 2:00pm – 9:00pm at the Fire House.

BOROUGH ATTORNEY:  Attorney Huntington stated that the Planning Board and Zoning Board attorneys and Borough Engineer Spence are in receipt of a draft to amend the zoning

ordinance, specifically addressing lot coverage.  He will be addressing this in detail at the May 17, 2010 meeting of the Mayor and Council.
