PRESIDING:
Mayor Raia called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.; Borough Clerk Macari read the following statement:  
"Notice of this meeting in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act Chapter 231 of the laws of 1975, has been given by posting a notice of the scheduled dates of all regular meetings of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Saddle River on the bulletin board in the Municipal Building and in the office of the Borough Clerk and by mailing a notice thereof to the Ridgewood Newspapers and The Record on December 26, 2009.

NOTIFICATION OF FIRE EXITS

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  
AWARDS AND CEREMONIES:    Mayor Raia stated that the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection’s Environmental Stewardship Initiative recognized the Borough of Saddle River for its voluntary and proactive measures taken to go beyond compliance in an effort to improve the environment and to ensure a sustainable future.  He thanked Council Member Mastriano for all her efforts with this endeavor.  

Mayor Raia stated that the Memorial Day Service will be held on Monday, May 31, 2010 at 11:00am and there will be a dedication of President Nixon’s guard house at the Saddle River Museum at 10:00am that day.   He further stated that Saddle River Night is scheduled for June 5, 2010 and more details will be discussed later in the meeting.     
WORK SESSION: 
MAYOR RAIA:
New Jersey Conference of Mayors April 27-30, 2010:  Mayor Raia stated that he attended this very informative conference in Atlantic City and it was extremely beneficial.  He further stated that he participated in a hearing and made the audience aware that although New Jersey ranks fourth in the nation in education, we are losing a large percentage of young adults to sun belt states as it is becoming prohibitively expensive to live in New Jersey.   He also attended meetings on the budget, COAH and attended the Governor’s address.  

Northwest Bergen Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Raia said that he attended this meeting and the mayors discussed shared services, salaries and pensions.

Bergen County League Report:  Mayor Raia stated that he attended this meeting and discussed PBA contracts.

Meeting with Governor Christie:  Mayor Raia stated that he was invited to meet with Governor Christie at Drumthwacket to thank those mayors in the State that kept to the proposed 2.5 % budget cap.       
Award of Grant for Municipal Alliance to Prevent Substance Abuse:  Mayor Raia stated that the grant is in place and also reminded the Council that the Saddle River Day School DARE Graduation is Tuesday, May 18, 2010 at 2:45pm.
ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA
Water Main Extension – Charlden Drive:  Administrator Cuccia stated that letters were sent to residents on Charlden Drive regarding hooking up to the water main and, thus far, there has been very little response.   Borough Engineer Spence stated that Mr. Hekemian, a resident of Charlden Drive, has been in touch with him and he is going to contact the adjacent neighbors and determine the level of interest.   

Agreement for Public Health Shared Services Partnership:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Mayor and Council are in receipt of this agreement and it will be part of the Consent Agenda.
Personnel Policy Manual:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Joint Insurance Fund mandates that the Personnel Policy Manual be updated annually and he is currently drafting some changes which he will present to the Mayor and Council at the June 21, 2010 meeting.  

Old Woods Re-construction:  Borough Engineer Spence stated that most of the work should be completed by the end of this week and it is on budget. When the work is complete, it will be necessary to determine the paving schedule based on other current paving projects.  Mr. Spence outlined the scope of the paving currently being completed in the Borough.     

New Jersey Sustainable Energy Meeting:  Administrator Cuccia stated that 110 municipalities successfully bid on gas and the electric bid was postponed and will be held June 3, 2010.

Route 17 Paving:  Administrator Cuccia stated that Route 17 will begin paving on June 14, 2010 and will be reduced to two lanes in both directions from 7:00am to 4:30pm.  It will be completed sometime in October.    

Contingency Staff Planning Project:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Borough of Saddle River along with the other 12 Northwest Bergen communities are being encouraged to pass a resolution in order to insure that, in the event of a pandemic flu or similar widespread health event, they would be amenable to working together to provide appropriate levels of staffing. This resolution is part of the Consent Agenda.   
Zoning Board Ordinance Amendments:   Administrator Cuccia stated that both the Planning Board and Zoning Board Attorneys have worked together with Borough Attorney Huntington to make the necessary amendments, specifically addressing lot coverage, building area, etc.  Mayor Raia he would like to ensure that the language leaves no room for misinterpretation moving forward.   It will be reviewed by the members of both the Planning and Zoning Boards for their input and will be discussed by the Mayor and Council at the June 21, 2010 meeting.       
Mayor Raia asked about the dredging of the Saddle River and Mr. Spence updated the Mayor and Council on this project.  
COUNCIL REPORTS:
Council Member Murray stated that the plans for the Memorial Day celebration are underway
and he discussed this in detail.  He further stated that another meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, May 19, 2010.

Council Member Mastriano discussed the Memorial Day celebration as well and gave an update on those issues she is in charge of.   

Council President Burke stated that President Nixon’s guard house has been refurbished and will be dedicated on Memorial Day at 10:00am at the Saddle River Museum.

He further stated that the Museum is in need of exterior repairs and he presented this idea to the Landmarks Commission who has decided that a smaller committee would be in charge of this.  Historian Gus Morpurgo is working on this project and he is going to make a presentation regarding the necessary exterior repairs.  Council President Burke asked the Mayor and Council for their approval to have Mr. Morpurgo work on this project at a cost of approximately $3000.00.  Mayor Raia stated that he wanted to insure that the restoration was done correctly

giving it an historic look, while being architecturally sound.  

Council Mastriano stated that Saddle River Night is June 5, 2010 and plans are underway, which she discussed in detail.  There will be a barbeque dinner, games for the children, a band and fireworks.  She stated that she is hoping that the band shell is finished by that time and she is encouraged that there will be a good turnout.

She further stated that the field construction at Rindlaub is complete.
Administrator Cuccia that the Bishop House has requested to hold an ongoing fund raiser by having a furniture consignment store and Gail Atkinson, a member of the Bishop House committee explained this in detail to the Mayor and Council. Mayor Raia stated that he would like this facility to remain available for the community if and when they need it for any reason and is not in favor of utilizing this for anything permanent.
