PRESIDING:
Mayor Raia called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.; Borough Clerk Macari read the following statement:  
"Notice of this meeting in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act Chapter 231 of the laws of 1975, has been given by posting a notice of the scheduled dates of all regular meetings of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Saddle River on the bulletin board in the Municipal Building and in the office of the Borough Clerk and by mailing a notice thereof to the Ridgewood Newspapers and The Record on December 26, 2009.

NOTIFICATION OF FIRE EXITS

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  
AWARDS AND CEREMONIES:    Mayor Raia presented the Robert Hekemian, Jr. and his son who purchased President’s Nixon home, a plaque to show the Borough’s appreciation for donating the guard house which was used while President Nixon lived on the property.  
WORK SESSION: 
MAYOR RAIA:
Memorial Day Ceremonies:    Mayor Raia stated that the celebration was very successful, with approximately 300 in attendance.  
Saddle River Night:  Mayor Raia stated that this evening was wonderful, with approximately 550 in attendance.  He further stated that the food and the fireworks were both terrific and he received much positive feedback.

Northwest Bergen Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Raia stated that the 2.5% cap was discussed and each municipality will be responsible for implementing strategies to accomplish this.  He further stated that the Mayors are encouraged by the increased feedback and input being received from the Governor’s office regarding the campaign to decrease state wide debt.     

Bergen County League Report:  Mayor Raia stated that the County Budget was discussed and how the 2.5% cap will be implemented at the County level.  
Mayor Raia stated that there will not be a Mayor and Council Meeting in the month of August.

Master Plan:  Mayor Raia stated that there have been several meetings regarding the Master Plan.  There is extensive discussion regarding permitted uses and Mayor Raia stated that he would like to proceed so as not to delay the Master Plan any further and deal with these issues at a later time.     He is hopeful that it will be completed by September.

ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA
Personnel Manual:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Mayor and Council are in receipt of both the current manual as well as a revised plan for their review.   He suggested that the personnel committee review the revisions and report back to the Mayor and Council with their suggestions.  Attorney Huntington explained some of the revisions that are initiated through the Joint Insurance Fund.
LEPC Meeting:  Administrator Cuccia stated that John Bishop, OEM Coordinator for the Borough of Saddle River, would like to have a meeting of the Local Emergency Planning Council, which includes Mayor Raia and Council Members Mastriano and Mutter.  He further stated that it will have to be scheduled at a mutually convenient time.

Update on Road Projects:  Administrator Cuccia gave an overview of ongoing road projects in the Borough of Saddle River at this time.   Mayor Raia stated that he would like a survey to be completed and include Borough owned properties on East Allendale Road and Rindlaub Park. 

Award Bid for the new DPW Truck:   Administrator Cuccia explained this truck in detail and further stated that the resolution is part of the Consent Agenda.  

Award Bid for St. Gabriel’s Culvert:   Administrator Cuccia stated that this is a project in conjunction with the County and it will be part of the Consent Agenda.  
At this time, Administrator Cuccia briefly reviewed the items on the Consent Agenda. 
COUNCIL REPORTS:
Council Member Murray stated that the Memorial Day celebration was a success, with the largest attendance in many years.  He thanked the Borough employees for their help.  

Council Member Murray also stated that the financial report is in good order.

Council Member Mutter stated that several council members in addition to Mayor Raia met with Winning Strategies, a company specializing in the procurement of grant monies.  They are going to be preparing a proposal and returning to do a presentation to the Borough on potential grant opportunities.  

Council President Burke discussed the necessary improvements to the Saddle River Museum.
He presented a rendering of the proposed building to the Mayor and Council and this was discussed in detail.   He further stated that he would like to continue to pursue this project and 

estimates the cost at about $100,000.  Mayor Raia stated that the restoration of this building could potentially be funded with grant money and he would like to explore that option.   He further stated that interior improvements of the building should be accessed as well.
Council Member Mastriano stated she has gotten a request from the Wandell School to use the Museum property for a Farmer’s Market fundraising event in the fall.  
Council Member Toomey discussed the process of amending the zoning ordinance and gave the Mayor and Council a report of the progress to date.  Mayor Raia stated that he feels that a committee be formed to include Council Member Toomey, Council President Burke, Planning Board Chairman Eric Jensen, Zoning Board Chairman David Petrocine, Attorney Huntington,   Planning Board Attorney Tom DiBiasi and Zoning Board Attorney David Rutherford.  He would like them to  continue to discuss those issues that have not yet been agreed upon.
