Mayor Raia called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.; Borough Clerk Macari read the following statement:

NOTIFICATION OF FIRE EXITS

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  
AWARDS AND CEREMONIES:    At this time, Mayor Raia stated that there were two police promotions and asked Council President Burke to read the corresponding resolution, which he did at this time.  Council President Burke commended the entire police department and announced that both Jason Cosgriff and Timothy Gerity will be promoted to Sergeant effective July 1, 2010.   Both Cosgriff and Gerity were sworn in by Mayor Raia at this time.

At this time, a presentation was made by Winning Strategies Washington and Washington Strategic Consulting regarding available grants and their procurement.  Four representatives spoke on behalf of Winning Strategies and outlined potential federal competitive grant opportunities as outlined in the Federal Landscape Assessment, which was distributed to the Mayor and Council.    
WORK SESSION: 
MAYOR RAIA:
Northwest Bergen Mayor’s Meeting – July 29, 2010:   Mayor Raia stated that the group continues to discuss the PBA negotiations that are ongoing in many municipalities.  

Master Plan Report:  Mayor Raia stated that the final draft of the Master Plan was presented to the Planning Board on July 12, 2010 and he commended all of those who worked diligently to get this completed.  

Update Governor’s Office:  Mayor Raia stated that the 2% cap is in place and municipalities are now in a position to put vehicles in place to insure better efficiency.  He further stated that he feels that Saddle River is one of the most efficient municipalities in the County and he would like to work to continue to preserve this efficiency.  

At this time, Mayor Raia stated that he has reviewed Patty Nazarro’s resume and feels she should be considered for appointment to the Zoning Board of Adjustment as Alternate #2.  The Council was in agreement.           
ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA
Annual Report of Audit:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the Mayor and Council are in receipt of the 2009 audit.  He further stated that there is a resolution in the Consent Agenda
in order to certify this audit.

Change to Chapter 199; Trailers, Camp Cars and Boats:  Administrator Cuccia stated that this part of the code needs to be amended in order to issue fees for construction trailers and PODS, as there is an increased usage of both in the Borough.  Mayor Raia stated that an annual fee be charged as many construction trailers remain on properties for a prolonged period of time.  The amendment to the ordinance will be distributed in September 
LEPC Meeting August 12, 2010:  Administrator Cuccia stated that there will be a meeting of the Local Emergency Planning Committee on August 12, 2010 at 5:00pm and urged the Mayor and Council to attend.      

COUNCIL REPORTS:
Council Member Toomey discussed the process of amending the zoning ordinance and gave the Mayor and Council a report of the progress to date.  The appointed committee met and addressed the issue of eves and it was decided that they would not be included in the building coverage calculation.  The Zoning Board of Adjustment will be meeting on July 21, 2010 and will discuss this issue further and adopt a resolution to reflect this.

Council Member Mastriano stated that she intends to meet with the Green Committee shortly in order to discuss their projects moving forward.  She further stated that she met with the transportation committee at Wandell School in order to address bus stops and perhaps the consolidation of buses and stops.

Council President Burke stated that the improvements to the Saddle River Museum are now in the hands of Borough Engineer Spence who is putting some specifications together.

Council Member Murray stated that the financial report is in good order.     
MUNICIPAL CLERK:  Municipal Clerk Macari stated that the August 16, 2010 meeting of the Mayor and Council has been canceled.  She further stated that there will be a Special Meeting on August 16, 2010 at 8:15am in order to adopt the ordinances introduced herein.    

BOROUGH ATTORNEY:  Borough Attorney Huntington discussed the purchase of the Marker property and stated that there is an ordinance to be adopted later in the meeting.  He further stated that the Mayor would sign the contract in order to show the seller good faith.  The seller will be permitted to remain in the house for up to two years.
