PRESIDING:
Mayor Raia called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.; Borough Clerk Macari read the following statement:

WORK SESSION: 
Frank Covelli, Professional Insurance Associates, Inc.:   Mr. Covelli presented the Annual Insurance Report for the Borough of Saddle River and discussed this report in detail at this time.  He congratulated Saddle River on being re-certified in the Employment Practices Liability Certification Program for 2010-2011.   This results in Saddle River having the most favorable deductibles and co-insurance under the Joint Insurance Fund for this program.  
Landmarks Commission:  Carole FitzPatrick and Gus Morpurgo presented the Mayor and Council with a design concept for the former Exxon property on the corner of West Saddle River Road and East Allendale Road.  Considerations were given to cost effectiveness and timeliness of construction.  Architect Gus Morpurgo .;stressed the importance of keeping the property as natural and green as possible. Mayor Raia stated that he would like Borough Engineer Spence and Borough Landscape Architect Levy to collaborate on the design as well.  Additionally, Mr. Morpurgo discussed design ideas for the Saddle River Museum property located on East Allendale Road.      
MAYOR RAIA:
Barnstable Court:   Mayor Raia stated that the proposed bank drive-thru was approved at the Planning Board’s last meeting.  Two traffic studies were done for this location, and it was determined that there would not be a negative impact to the surrounding roads.   The entire parking lot in Barnstable Court will be redone and the dumpsters and the lighting are going to  be replaced.  Board Member Mastriano stated that there is significant traffic problem in the downtown area and many residents have expressed their concerns.   Mayor Raia stated that widening the roadway is not an option and the drive-thru will not have any impact on the current traffic situation.  

Governor’s Press Conference:  Mayor Raia stated that he visited the Governor’s office today and attended a press conference regarding the “tool box” issues with approximately 30 other mayors.       
ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA

Donation of fire desk from Allendale:   Administrator Cuccia stated that the Allendale Fire Department has generously donated their fire desk to the Borough of Saddle River, which helps with the radio system.  
New CATV tariffs:  Administrator stated that the Mayor and Council are in receipt of this information.

Bishop House Lease:  Administrator Cuccia stated that a committee comprised of Council Members Mastriano, Toomey, and Walenczyk will review the current lease and make any necessary changes.

Meeting with Allendale Ambulance:  Administrator Cuccia stated that he met with the Allendale Ambulance Corps to discuss operating issues and things are going smoothly.

Municipal Auction:  Administrator Cuccia stated that there is a resolution in the Consent Agenda to authorize a municipal auction.

River Dredging Project:  Administrator Cuccia asked Borough Engineer Spence to explain this to the Mayor and Council and he did in detail.  Any residents bordering the Saddle River will be getting notifications regarding the dredging work that is going to be done.   Mr. Spence also addressed an issue of soil material being dumped on a resident’s property on East Saddle River Road.  Administrator Cuccia stated that the dredging project is expected to cost approximately $450,000, with a grant of $150,000 being used.  
Fire Department Pilot Program:  Administrator Cuccia stated that the program is running very well thus far.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:  

Council Member Toomey stated that the Zoning Board Ordinance is going to be adopted later in the meeting.  In addition, he asked how the Mayor and Council would like the Landmarks Commission to proceed with the Exxon property.  Mayor Raia reiterated that he wants the property leveled out before any further landscaping is done.  

Council Member Mastriano stated that the Board of Education Budget Committee is planning to meet on Monday, October 25, 2010 at 8:30am in order to discuss the 2% cap.

She further stated that the Parks and Recreation Commission met and discussed revising the field use applications as well as the baseball fields.  

The Green Committee also met and Council Member Mastriano stated that the Borough of Saddle River is working on retaining its Sustainable Jersey status.

Council Member Murray inquired about the status of the Master Plan and Mayor Raia discussed this in detail.   

Council Member Walenczyk stated that he attended a breakfast meeting with the Bergen County Prosecutor regarding conducting a study to consider shared services, which is funded by the prosecutor’s office.  He asked the Mayor and Council about their level of interest and Mayor Raia stated that he does not feel that a study in this area is necessary.
