WORK SESSION: 
MAYOR RAIA:
Northwest Bergen Mayor’s:  Mayor Raia stated that he attended the Northwest Bergen Mayor’s Meeting on November 13, 2010.  Shared services and the concern about labor contracts were discussed amongst the attendees and they are planning to meet with the County Freeholders in December.    In addition, Mayor Raia stated that he wants to meet with the DCA and asked to find a mutually convenient time to hold the meeting.  

League of Municipalities Conference:  Mayor Raia encouraged the Council to attend as many of the meetings as possible as they are very informative.

Reorganization Meeting:  Mayor Raia stated that the Reorganization Meeting will be held January 1, 2011 at 11:00am.  He further stated that some residents have expressed an interest in participating in the various Boards and Commissions in the Borough and he feels that this is very positive.  He further stated that Council President Burke will be leaving and asked the Council to consider who should be appointed to this position.   

ADMINISTRATOR CUCCIA

League of Municipalities Conference:   Administrator Cuccia encouraged the Mayor and Council to attend the Municipal Excess Liability training on Wednesday, November 17, 2010 while at the Conference.  Mayor Raia also reminded the Council that the Borough has a table at the League Luncheon and hopefully Governor Christie will be speaking.

Transfer of Funds Resolution:  Administrator Cuccia stated that this resolution will be part of the Consent Agenda and explained it to the Council.  
Short Term Disability Program:  Administrator Cuccia stated that this resolution will be part of the Consent Agenda and explained it to the Council.

COUNCIL REPORTS:  

Council Member Mastriano stated that the Tree Lighting will be held on December 3, 2010 beginning at 6:00pm with the tree lighting at 7:00pm.  She further stated that there will be

a Holiday Boutique, children’s crafts, picture taking and food.  Mayor Raia suggested that the entire downtown area also be ready with their light display by December 3, 2010.  
Council Member Mutter discussed the status of the grants that Saddle River is looking to procure for various projects within the Borough. 

Council Member Toomey discussed the Landmarks Commission presentation at the October 18, 2010 meeting of the Mayor and Council and stated that they continue to look for direction from the Mayor and Council regarding both the Exxon property and the Saddle River Museum.  

Mayor Raia stated that he would prefer to work on the necessary repairs on the Museum and also take a closer look at some necessary work at the Bishop House before commencing any work on the Exxon property.  The Council was in agreement.  
In addition, Council Member Toomey stated that the Zoning Board Committee is still working on 

the amendment to the existing ordinance.  Mayor Raia stated that it has to be dealt with very carefully to avoid making it necessary for some residents, seeking to make only small modifications to their homes, to have to get a new property survey as it is costly.    
Council Member Murray discussed the transfer of funds, which is on the Consent Agenda.
